Title internship project:
Creating a research dataset for sharing and re-use; the IMPPP trial dataset

Open Science advocates for open access to research, including data that has been generated or
captured through a trial. In the UK there has been a movement toward adopting open science
with increasing expectation amongst funders and publishers of health and social care research

that data be made available for re-use. We are currently preparing a dataset collected through the

IMPPP trial so that it can be used by other researchers for secondary analysis.
Improving Medicines use in People with Polypharmacy in Primary Care — The IMPPP trial

The Improving Medicines use in People with Polypharmacy in Primary Care (IMPPP) cluster
randomised trial evaluated a complex medication review intervention against usual care. The
intervention included a clinical informatics tool to identify patients aged 18+, receiving 25 long-
term medications and with potentially inappropriate prescribing. Training was provided to
clinicians to support delivery of a four-stage medication review (i.e. a pharmacist case-note
review, interprofessional collaborative discussion between the pharmacist and a general
practitioner, a review with patient, and follow-up where clinically indicated). Alongside this an
integrated process evaluation was also conducted.

With participant consent, the trial team collected different types of data, including data from

electronic health records, training evaluation forms, patient participant questionnaires, semi-
structured interviews with clinicians and patients and audio-recordings of medication reviews.

other researchers
